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Excessive Vegetation Abatement Enforcement During Extreme Fire Danger

This fire season, the Eagle Point Police Department has worked with property owners to successfully abate excessive
vegetation/fire fuel on hundreds of properties within the city limits in accordance with Eagle Point Municipal Code
Section 8.16. While EPMC Section 8.16 outlines that excessive fire fuel and vegetation abatement should be enforced
during fire season, extreme fire danger means that the safety of the community must be considered first and foremost.
Based on recommendations from Fire District #3, with the safety of the community in mind, we have suspended
typical enforcement of dry vegetation/fire fuel until the fire danger drops back to ‘moderate’. The use of machinery

or power equipment is prohibited on dry vegetation, brush and other fire fuel in order to prevent the introduction of

a spark or flame.

What can property owners do to reduce the risk of
Our focus is currently on preventing the introduction of a spark or flame to these areas. In addition to not using power
equipment, we recommend that people avoid walking, driving, or riding through areas with overgrown, dry vegetation.
If a property is vacant, we recommend that owners post ‘No Trespassing’ signs and contact our department if
trespassing violations are observed.

What <can the gener al public do to reduce the risk
Familiarize yourself with the restrictions currently in place during ‘extreme’ fire risk and always follow the guidelines.
Be aware of your surroundings and keep an eye out for reckless behavior that could pose a fire risk. Call 911 if you
observe suspicious or dangerous behavior, or suspect fire activity.
